
REMOVE ALL PARTS FROM THE BRACKET BOX AND CHECK  FOR CORRECT QUANTITY AND ANY DAMAGED PARTS. 
 
INSTALL NUT CLIPS AS SHOWN ONTO BODY PANEL.  MAKE SURE THE NUT SIDE OF THE CLIP IS TOWARDS THE INSIDE OF THE PANEL. 
 
INSTALL FRONT AND REAR BRACKETS AS SHOWN, USING DESCIBED HARDWARE, DO NOT TIGHTEN AT THIS TIME, TO ALLOW FOR FINAL 
ADJUSTMENTS. 
 
BOLT THE TUBE STEP TO THE BRACKET AS SHOWN USING THE DESCRIBED HARDWARE 
 
INSURE ALL PARTS ARE PROPERLY ALIGNED AND TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS. TIGHTEN THE TUBE STEP BOLTS FIRST TO 65 FT./LBS.  TIGHTEN THE 
BRACKET BOLTS NEXT TO 35 FT/LBS.
